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Title: Feyerabend on the Foundations of HPS
Abstract: In this paper, I reconstruct and critically consider Feyerabend’s evolving views on the relationship between the history and philosophy of science (HPS), its legacy, and contemporary relevance. Specifically, I reconstruct three phases within Feyerabend’s corpus. In the first phase, Feyerabend views the history of science as a heuristic for philosophical conceptions of scientific methodology. In the second, Feyerabend views appraised historical case studies as arbiters of competing conceptions of scientific methodology. In the third, Feyerabend opts for a full-blown historical account of philosophy. I then connect Feyerabend’s thought to more recent research on HPS.
